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US Members interface with International when taking initiations overseas. 

· Application for Advancement sent to Foreign Oasis or Lodge Master.

US Body Masters interface with International when Application for Advancement is received from a foreign candidate.

· Send application for member status verification to:

· Contact the IHQ Treasurer General by phone (415-454-5176) or e-mail (heidrick@well.com)and ask for the following:

· Member account balance

· PPP discount for the country of residence.*

· Arrange the initiation and contact the candidate as usual.

· At initiation, collect from the candidate:

· Any back dues owed per the TG

· Annual dues less PPP discount

· Initiation fees 

· The Local Body retains the initiation fees.

· Forward to the  IHQ TG:

· Greenbook (a redbook that is made with a green cover)

· Dues Collected in US dollars

· Forward to the IHQ IS:

· Initiation Summary Report

· Certificate signed by the Initiator.  It will be mailed directly to the initiate.

· PPP = Purchase Power Parity is defined as the number of units of a country’s currency required to buy the same amount of goods and services in the domestic market as US$1 would buy in the US.  

US Initiators interface with International when initiating overseas. 

· In countries with Local Bodies or FSRs:

· Contact the IHQ Initiation Secretary to obtain the appropriate International Initiation rituals, which differ slightly from the US.

· The Local Body Master will make all arrangements and handle all administrative details.

· Sign the certificates before leaving.

· In countries without Local Bodies:

· Initiations are under the auspices of OTO IHQ and are under the supervision of the IHQ Secretary General, who assigns an initiator.

· The Initiator acts as the administrator by:

· Obtaining materials to perform initiations

· Obtaining space to perform initiations

· Collecting dues and fees from candidates.  Contact the TG for specifics on what the charges will be so the candidate can be advised prior to the initiation.

· Completing paperwork

· Greenbook + Dues to TG

· Initiation Expense Report + fees (less init expense) to TG

· Initiation Summary Report to IIS

· Certificates to IIS

· Maintaining contact with the initiate after initiation to provide information and guidance in the absence of a local body.
